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CHOOSING THE RIGHT BROMELIAD FOR
YOUR SITUATION

Just like choosing a plant based on whether it will be placed in full sun, partial

sun or shade, you may want to consider the ‘cold hardiness’ of your Bromeliad
selections. With all the information available on the internet in this day and age,
there is now substantial information on individual plant cold tolerance. You can
also inquire about this information from your supplier if they specialize in
Bromeliads. Large “box stores” are generally not a good place for these type of

specifics. Below is a generalization of some of the more common genera:

Most individuals in this group are generally considered hardy to 32

degrees
With some exceptions this group is hardy down to the low 30’s.

Known as “Earth Stars” it is better to provide for min. temps. Above

45 degrees.

This group generally are considered more tropical and do not like

temps. below 45 degrees.

Another hardy group with most member able to withstand lows to

32 degrees.
