Bromeliad Ecology, Evolution, &

Understanding something about
bromeliad ecology and evolution can
help us to find the best conditions for
cultivating the bromeliads we grow.

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Orange County
Gardens Trip

The long-promised trip to gardens in
Orange County has been set up. It
will take place, as originally
promised, on Saturday, May 18. The
details of the day schedule and the
cost to members are shown at the
end of this article.

Before getting into the details this
tour differs from our two previous
tours, to the Huntington Botanic
Garden and to two commercial
growers. This one is to two private
gardens, each with its own
personality. One of them emphasizes
gardening and how an avid gardener,
Chris Lutz, has transformed his

property on Dana Point into a home
for bromeliads, in trees, on fences,
in beds, on plant pillars, on walls,
and in just about any free space he
can still find.

There are many places for plant
arrangements like these in the
garden. Whether it’s the woodwork
construction, the individual pots
used or the general layout the work
is all by Chis. He received the
Orange County Top Gardener
Award several years ago.

You'll be able to sit down and enjoy
some of his chosen coffee blend at
one of the several oak tables that
are located in shady sites. It’s a
treat for people who enjoy gardens,
particularly in ones that feature
bromeliads.

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The second garden is further north in
Orange County, a few miles west of
Anaheim. It is the lifelong work of
Norm Nakanishi. He is less a
gardener than a highly
knowledgeable plantsman and
hybridizer of many types of plants
including, Clivias (clive - ee - ahs), Ti
plants, palms, orchids, cycads and
ferns. Of course, he also grows many
bromeliads. On this page: one of his
open-air shade areas and here on a
fence are a few of his tillandsias.

Norm has a small personal garden
and a nearby area growing grounds.
Both are densely packed with many
fine specimens. Everyone will find at
least a few to wish for. While not a
commercial grower, he has agreed to
make some of his plants at his
growing grounds available for
purchase. He does not typically do
this and the transaction time may be
longer than you’d expect at a
commercial nursery.

Not to be ignored on the tour is a
visit for lunch, included in the price
below, at the Hometown Buffet in
Santa Anna. They offer a very wide
range of foods from meaty to vegan,
spicy to bland and in quantities of
your choice. This should be an
enjoyable tour with much diversity
and a little less time spent in the
coach. So, come and enjoy the event.

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Now Blooming

Dan Kinnard sent us these awesome
shots and commentary.

Shaded by trees, this Aechmea
phanerophlebia is developing into a
big clump with more blooms every
year.

And after a long wait, this Puya
lanata came into bloom. Dan and
Eloise received it from a friend in
2011 ina 6 inch pot and planted it
“outback” with little water and care.
The large size precludes its use in
small spaces unless you want to be a
frequent blood donor. It is 6 or 7 feet
tall at this first blooming. The
guestion might be why did it bloom
this year—extended cool period this
winter, lots of water after several
years of almost none, because it
matured to blooming size, or who
knows/cares as it is pretty cool.
