Seed was offered in the BSI Seed Fund in Nov. and Dec. 1990 as Aechmea serrata. Keith Bradtberg grew the seed  and showed me the sole surviving plant to identify because  he knew it was not
 Aechmea serrata. Is it a species which  both Uncle Derek and myself cannot identify or is it a hybrid of some sort? The only thing it has in common with Aechmea serrata is the colour of the petals! If it were  a hybrid we could not even guess its other parent.

If you have seen this plant before and know its name please let us know. In the meantime we'll call it 'Que Sera' from the song from the Doris Day era and which we are led to believe means "Whatever will be!"
