l. Billbergia x leodiensis x B. sanderiana has been named Billbergia Springtime. the long trailing inflorescence generally appearing in early spring. The cross was made with a view to improving the rather colourless flowers of B. sanderiana and this has in fact occurred in at least some of the seedlings. The inflorescence is long, with rose bracts and is compound. The flowers are of the B. nutans type, some having more blue in the petals than others. A repeat of the cross using a different clone of B. sanderiana has produced larger more robust plants than the first ones. The plants are hardy and free flowering and produce numerous offsets.
