Aechmea ‘Club Maurice’ in Bromeletter 36(1): 10. 1998

Maurie Kellett has had a few pages written on his various Vriesea hybrids but he is

less well known for his exploits into other genera. His foray into hybridising took

place quite a few years ago, when there was no one breathing down his neck to get them named properly. Some bob up now and again and if they seem fairly widespread and worthy of a name I am on the telephone seeking confirmation. 

This one is an intriguing one because you believe you have an Aechmea fasciata until it gets an inflorescence sinilar to A. comata. These are of course the parents.

This plant has cropped up in Newcastle, as well as Adelaide and it must be in Melbourne somewhere. The more adventuresome of you will have heard of CIub Med, that suggests exotic places so why not call this ‘Club Maurice’ to link exotic happenings and a club shaped inflorescence!
