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3. Ananas comosus variegatus. Var. Puerto Rico

A.
Fruit cylindrical to barrel shaped, to 6 inches long by 4½ inches wide, segments cherry​-red at the base and greyish-silver in the center; edible.

B.
Crown - 5 inches tall by 5 inches wide; leaves with a very wide pale green central strip and a narrow pale yellow-green marginal strip; basal leaves slightly recurved upper stiffly erect; margin smooth but with a few straight to upward curved spines at apex and/or base.

C.
Leaves with a broad central pale green strip (usually solid color and a pale yellow-green marginal strip; margin smooth to a few scattered small upwards curved spines (mostly at apex and base).

D.
Slips - None at base and crown but 0 to 7 at base of fruit.
