B. Worleyana Wittmack in Hort. Kramer (M. D.)

Leaves 10-12 in a rosette, lanceolate 1-1½ ft. long, ½-1½ in. broad at the middle, narrowed to the point, not horny, green on both sides, not banded on the back. Peduncle above a foot long, with many large bright red bracts upwards. Inflorescence a lax drooping spike. Ovary pale green, ⅓ in. long; sepals lanceolate, ¾ in. long, red with a violet tip. petals twice as long as the calyx, bright violet.

Described from a plant that flowered at Kew, Dec., 1887. It was raised at Hamburg by Herr Kramer in 1885.
