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Cryptanthus  ‘Roseus’: In 1977, Kathy Dorr suggested that `Roseus' was the synonym for `Rosea Picta', a name associated with C. bivittatus. In 1987, the Cryptanthus Society Journal included an insert in that year's issue. There were pictured three forms of C. ‘Roseus’. There was also pictured two varieties of Cryptanthus acaulis `Ruber' which were from the pictures indistinguishable from the ‘Roseus’. It would be safe to assume that the varieties Cryptanthus  ‘Roseus’ are cultivars of C. acaulis and not C. bivittatus. All have a multi-leafed round rosette of metallic green, wide leaves. Some have more dark red suffused throughout the leaves while others are lacking the red. Just like there are some forms with rose in the center, there are also small, medium and large forms.
