Quesnelia morreniana (Baker) Mez, Pflanzenreich IV. 32: 176. 1935. Comments by Butcher Dec 2017

There is nothing to suggest why Mez treated this as a Quesnelia other than the suggestion of Baker’s  link to Q. liboniana. We recently received a photograph of the painting of Billbergia reichardtii from Kew Gardens and it shows strong links to the paintings of  B. lietzii but nothing of the floral parts.  Claudia Vieira (2006) and REFLORA do not show that a plant of this nature has been found in Brazil and it seems better to treat it as a hybrid and record it in the Bromeliad Cultivar Register ( BCR)

Billbergia morreniana Baker, Handb. Bromel. 74. 1889.

Billbergia reichardtii sensu E. Morren ex Baker,Handb. Bromel. 1. 74. 1889; nomen, non Wawra. 

Desc from S&D

Leaves few in a cylindric rosette, ca 2 dm long; 

sheaths large, broadly elliptic ​ovate, livid-lepidote especially beneath; 

blades acute or acuminate, 55 mm wide, laxly and minutely serrulate or sometimes subentire. Scape erect, slender, slightly tomen​tose-lepidote below the nodes; 

scape-bracts erect, clasping, narrowly lanceolate, acu​minate. 

Inflorescence erect, simple, lax, few-flowered, glabrous; rhachis straight. 

Flor​al bracts acuminate from a broadly ovate base, to 4 mm long, glabrous; 

flowers sessile, 48 mm long. 

Sepals strongly asymmetric, obtuse, to 17 mm long, red with a violet spot at apex, glabrous, with 2 fimbriate scales at base; 

stamens slightly shorter than the petals, filaments of the second series more than half adnate to the petals; 

ovary slender​ly cylindric, epigynous tube very large, funnelform.

Type. Morren Icon (holotype, K), made from material of unknown origin culti​vated in Liege.

Distribution. Unknown, possibly of hybrid origin.

Protologue

11.Billbergia morreniana Baker, Handb. Bromel. 74. 1889.

B. Reichardti  Hort. Morren non Wawra (M.D.).

Leaves 8-10 in a utricular rosette, connivent only in the lower 3-4 in., ensiform, above a foot long, an inch broad, thin in texture, plain green on the face, whitish on the back without any bands, narrowed gradually to the point, the marginal prickles minute, deltoid. Peduncle much shorter than the leaves, with several bright red ascending lanceolate bract-leaves. Inflorescence a lax suberect spike, 3-4 in. long with a red flexuose rachis; several lower flowers with large ascending bright red bracts. Ovary oblong-cylindrical, bright red, shallowly sulcate; sepals longer than the ovary, red tipped with violet. Petals an inch longer than the calyx, green, tipped with violet-blue. Style reaching to the tip of the petals. Stamens a little shorter; anthers linear-oblong, yellow.

Hab. Origin unknown. Described from a plant that belonged to Prof. Morren, that flowered at Kew, Dec., 1887. May be a hybrid between B. Liboniana and iridifolia.

Folia pauca tubulose rosulata, linearia, apice peracuta, margine spinulis perpaucis minutissimisque praedita nonnunquam fere omnino inermia, ad 0,2 m longa, super vaginam ad 55 mm lata, haud distinctius vittata. Inflorescentia simplicissima, pauciflora, laxe spicata, glaberrima; bracteis ad 4 mm longis, late concavo-ovatis, brevissime subacuminatim acutis. Flores ad 48 mm longi; sepalis apice violaceo-maculatis, glaberrimis, ad 17 mm longis, asymmetricis, apice rotundatis. Petalia virentia apice indigotino-maculata, ad 40 mm longa, subacuta. Filamenta ser. II. cum petalis ultra medium connata; antheris ad 5 mm longis.

Ovarium glaberrimum, tenuiter cylindricum.

Heimat unbekannt, wahrscheinlich Brasilien. - War in Luttich bei Morren in Kultur; scheint verschwunden zu sein.
