Vriesea x Weyringeriana nov. hybr. by L Wittmack in Gartenflora 39: 7-9. 1890

Plant medium size, 50cm wide, 40-45cm high

Leaves ca 20, 40-45cm long, forming a rosette, spreading, with a very wide sheath, 8-9cm wide, 10cm long, cupshaped at base, suddenly narrowing, strap-shaped, becoming short and a somewhat robust structure, top side channelled, the end flat and blunt, narrowing to a short spiny tip, grass green, top side dull, underneath shiny

Scape central, the lower portion erect then overhangong. Length with spike 60cm.

Spike somewhat dense, the lower portion becoming lax.

Flowers ca 15, distichous

Flower bracts  Lower ones ovate lanceolate, rolled with the flowers, the upper ones keeled, standing erect, concealing the flower like tiles, red with red brown tip.

Sepals and Corona  (like barilletii) yellow with green tip.
